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Temple Theatre – Past, Present, Future

When the Temple Theatre was built in 1927, it reigned as the largest theatre in Michigan
outside of Detroit. Under the ownership of the Elf Khurafeh Shrine, Colonel W. C.
Butterfield leased the building and added it to his circuit of Butterfield Theaters. The one
million dollar facility opened its doors to 2,200 theatergoers on the sweltering day of July
28, 1927.

As a prelude to the movies, a Barton pipe organ resounded throughout the theater. The
organ is one of twelve built for the Butterfield Theater chain. Of the twelve built, only the
Temple Theatre’s Barton organ remains fully playable with all of the original pipes and
components.

Over the past few decades the Temple Theatre struggled to survive. Each time the
doors closed, citizens were saddened that this gem would disintegrate and be forgotten.

Saginaw’s Shaheen family purchased the Temple Theatre in 2002 to preserve the
historic treasure, to help revitalize the downtown area, and to create a renewed cultural
interest in the Saginaw Valley and beyond.

Since that time, extensive and exquisite restoration has taken place by world-renowned
artisans from the Conrad Schmitt Company, who refurbished and enhanced the lobby
and water-damaged theatre. Beautifully preserved chandeliers and marble adorn the
entrance, while the delightful environment of the theatre has been restored to original
design with the exception of wider seats, wider aisles, and refurbished seating.  With
over seven million dollars invested in the restoration, the building and theatre has been
returned to its original grandeur and now features new roofing, plumbing, heating,
ventilation, air conditioning, electrical wiring, and most significantly, state-of-the-art stage
and sound technology.

In addition to the majestic Temple Theatre, the complex also includes the multi-level
Temple Ballroom. With space for guests numbering from 20 to 800, the Temple
Ballrooms are perfect for all occasions. The Temple Ballroom’s magical atmosphere,
gourmet catering, expert staff, and state-of-the-art technological capabilities will make
any event magnificent and memorable.

The Temple Ballroom, which features three unique floors of event and banquet facilities,
has been renovated with the utmost care and impeccable attention to detail. The first
floor lounge offers intimate ambiance in a stylish setting. The second floor banquet room
and full-size gourmet kitchen can accommodate a wide range of events. The third floor
grand ballroom features original hardwood floors, stunning chandeliers, a stage for
entertainment, and a winding staircase leading to an elegant, upper-level balcony. With
the Temple Theatre also available for presentations or entertainment options, the
possibilities for utilizing rooms and floors together or individually are endless.
